2018 Winter Term CCS 300
Culture and Baseball in the Dominican Republic


Class dates: Class will meet 3 ½ hours each day on January 3, 4 and 5 (note: students will be able to stay in their residence hall room these nights for no extra cost) 
Travel Dates: Jan 6-16, 2018 
Cost for travel: $4075.00 (note: if airfare can be found for less than what is budgeted, the cost will be adjusted).

Cost to audit the winter term course (no credit): $232.00

Who is eligible?
· Students must be admitted Carroll students who enroll in CCS300 section B in winter term 2018.
· Before travel, students must have completed their CCS100 course and their CCD course.  These can both be taken in fall 2017.  CCD courses are also available in summer I and summer II over the summer. 
· Students will meet their CCE requirement through this course.  If students already have a CCE, they can still take this course.  They can sign up for the course and earn 2 elective credits or they can audit the course and not earn the credits.  

What are the baseball activities?
There will be at least 5 games against local teams, as well as at least two practices.  There will also be at least two strength and conditioning sessions.  There will also be a lecture about the history of baseball in the Dominican Republic and the opportunity to meet and connect with Dominican players, as well as exposure to the local sports by attending at least one local game.

What are the cultural activities?
The cross cultural experience requires that students be immersed in a culture to learn about that culture and to learn from members of that culture.  Some of the nights will be spent in homestays, and there will be opportunities for students to become immersed in the community and to “live like a local” through visits to local markets, cultural sites, and businesses, service learning opportunities and dinners and fiestas with new local friends and family.  

What is included?
All travel and transportation, all baseball and cultural experiences, translators and guides, an athletic director and a program manager, all accommodations (in homestays, guesthouses and/or apartments).  All breakfasts, two dinners and two lunches are included, as well as bottled water throughout the stay. 

How do I apply?
· The course will open for application April 25, 2017 for current Carroll students
· Current Carroll students should go to cce.carrollu.edu and use their password and log in to enter the CCE website.  A program search for winter courses will display CCS300: Baseball and Culture in the Dominican Republic and students will find an Apply Now button on the information page once the course has opened.   
· Incoming Carroll freshmen will NOT be able to open an application until they have an account in the system.  They will need their permanent Carroll University log in to access the CCE website.  Once they have that, they will be able to start an application.  Until students receive that account information, they will not be able to log in and start an application.
