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Policy for Military CCE Immersion Approval

The Cross Cultural Experience is a required element of Carroll University’s Pioneer Core General Education program.  A CCE must be credit-bearing (at least 2 credits) and must meet three criteria—it must involve some kind of preparation, there is a required immersion of at least 60 hours of meaningful interaction with persons of a culture different from the student’s own, and the student must reflect upon the experience.  In recognition of the fact that veterans may have had a significant cross-cultural experience as part of their military service, Carroll offers a route to fulfilling the CCE requirement that is for veterans only.  Students who meet the criteria and can show that they have had both preparation and immersion may be able to take a special section of the course CCS 300 (section M), to meet their CCE requirement.   

The following conditions must be met for approval:

a. The student took part in courses offered or required by the military specifically designed to prepare people whose assignment involved intercultural work.
b. The student was posted overseas or to a location where the assignment involved in depth work with persons from a culture different from the student’s own.   
c. The student worked and communicated with persons of another culture for at least a one-month appointment.
d. The experience too place within five years of entering Carroll University.


Please note that basic training or domestic service DOES NOT meet the current criteria for a cross-cultural immersion.  For more information on CCE options, please contact cce@carrollu.edu or stop by the office for more information.

Students who have an experience that matches these requirements should complete the petition form (attached) and send it to the Office of General Education. The Director of General Education, in consultation with the CCE Subcommittee of GCCE Committee, will review petitions monthly during fall and spring terms.

If the petition for the military immersion experience is approved, students will be enrolled in a two-credit course (CCS 300, section M) to complete the CCE requirement.  If it is not approved, the student may elect to reapply or to select an existing CCE option.  Please note that CCS300 section M is a FALL term course, so plan accordingly.

Simply completing the petition does not guarantee approval.  Students who are approved MUST complete CCS 300 in order to earn credit for the CCE.

A successful petition will describe in detail specific instances in which cross-cultural learning took place and/or instances of miscommunication or misunderstanding on the part of one or both parties involved.  Consider what you learned about the culture, what you learned about yourself, what stereotypes you held about the culture before the immersion and how they might have changed.     
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
