Prompts for Military Service Immersion Petition
It can be difficult to put your military service experience into reflective responses, but is necessary to successfully petition for your overseas service experience to count as your CCE immersion.  Below are some prompts that may be helpful in framing the type of response General Education is looking for.
· What was your social identity prior to the immersion and how did the experience change your understanding of who you were?  In what ways were you forced to extend that identity intellectually, emotionally or culturally to sustain yourself in the new environment?

· Recall a specific example of when you had a sense of cultural disorientation or felt uncomfortable in an encounter with a person or group of people from another culture during your immersion.  How did you resolve the situation and what specifically did you take away from the exchange?
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· Give a specific example wherein an event defied a stereotype or preconceived notion that you held to be true.  What conclusion or understanding did you come to as a result?

· Give a specific example of something you found in the culture you were immersed in that you wished you had in your own.  Why did that particular element merit respect and admiration?  Have you taken steps to integrate the concept into your own culture?


· [image: ]Give a specific example of something you found to be highly offensive or morally wrong that was perfectly acceptable in the culture you were immersed in.  How did you manage these feelings?  How does this impact the way you view the people of the culture with the practices you disagree with?  
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
